All agencies are pre-selected and are small and medium-sized prvate, nonprofi, tax-exempt 501(c)3, organizations which have been in existence for at least two years and serve Tulsa. Social sence organizations whose staff and Board
portray a high level of commitment to the project will be the priority. The primary target group will be organizations which lack the capacity to underwite technical assistance within their operating budgets. Organizations with annual
‘operating budgets over 1,000,000 dollars will not be considered. Applicants are expected to have Tulsa as their primary target area.

P icatic .
‘Organizations, which are unclear of their management needs, may request a meeting with Zarrow Farmilies Foundation in advance of submitting their proposal. This meeting can review perceived management problems facing the
organization, identify possible strategies to address the management challenges, and discuss next steps.

It is determined that a more in-depth assessment is warranted, Zarow Families Foundation may recommend that the organization participate in a "diagnostic clinic”, involving the review of corporate documents and mestings with both
‘management staff and their Board of Directors. The analysis of these sessions will esult in a series of recommendations about management priorities. Zarrow Families Foundation willfaciltate the sessions, however, they will not senve as.
‘consultants for any subsequent technical assistance.

Proposal Format
A grant application must be completed by all qualfied organizations. It is particularly important that the applicant submit materials describing the consultant and the senvices which vill be provided to the applicant. The consultant's work
plan should clearly identify expected outcomes of the consultation. Additional materials beyond those listed on the application form are not encouraged

Grants will be project-specific. non-renewable, and range from 51,000-55,000. They are awarded at one of two meetings annually. Given relatively scarce funding resources and the highly competitve nature of the grants process, awards at
the highest level of this range are not typical. Eligible categories are listed here.

Reporting Requirements
‘Organizations receiving a restricted grant must submit a report on project outcomes and an evaluation of the consultant within 30 days of the completion of the project. A copy of the document(s) produced as part of the consultation must
be included with the final report

Repeat Applicants
In order for a nonprofit organization to submit another application within one year of receipt of a grant, all commitments from the previous award must be completed and the final report submitted. For those applicants which did not receive a
grant, they must contact Zarrow Families Foundation prior to submitting another application. Applications are available for download

This process will have set up a folder on your C drive called Donations.

Within Donations there will be folders for doc and mdb.

Within doc there will be a folder Letters.

You should open Donations\mdb.

DonorData.mdb should be saved to a shared server location, if multiple users will be accessing the database; it should also be in a location that is backed up periodically (nightly.)    When you have moved DonorData to the network server, delete it from Donations\mdb.
Next, you will need to point the linked tables in DonorProg to the master tables in your network DonorData.
Here’s how to do that.

Start Microsoft Access.
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File…Open…
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Browse to C:\Donations\mdb
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Select DonorProg.mdb

If you get error messages, reply OK that you trust the file you are opening.

If you have moved DonorData to the server, you will get this message:
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Press OK

Followed by:
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Press Halt

You may then see this:
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If you have left DonorData in C:\Donations.mdb you will see this:
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From the menu bar:  Tools…Database Utilities…Linked table manager…
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Press Select All.

Check Always prompt for new location

Press OK.
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Browse to where DonorData.mdb is located.
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Press Open.
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Press OK

Press Close.

Your database is now ready to use.

One copy of  DonorProg.mdb should be saved to the server for backup, but each user should also have a copy of the database on their local workstation.   

You may need to restart the database.
